91 Build resilience through strengthening their personal identity and sense of seifrth, through managig change
and loss, and through engaging in processes for responsible decision making.

1 Learn to demonstrate empathy and develop skills that will enhance relationships.

Schoohlwide, we have an unrelenting focus on a culture of care and personal responsibility. All students have a right
to a safe physical, emotional and social environment in whido learn and interact with their peers. This means
everyone looking out for each other, showing respect for themselves and others and making safe choices.

For us, health education is also about enabling students to build life skills where they can itiigrunsafe situations
in an increasingly complex world and know how to keep themselves safe.

Netsafe has the responsibility to assist under the law and their expert incident
team is avaibble 7 days a week.
